A New Cereal on the Shelf!

You will invent a cereal based on a fictional book and design a cereal box that presents information about the story in a fun, creative format!

Front: Write the name of your cereal and draw an illustration.  Be creative!  Example: For Harry Potter and the Sorcerer’s Stone, the cereal might be called Wizard’s Wands and be a toasted oat cereal in the shape of lightning bolts.  The name and shape of the cereal should relate to the story.  Make your cereal box look like a real product relating it to the book.

Back: Design a game that is based on the story.  It could be a puzzle, word game, or any other fun activity that might be found on the back of a cereal box.  Incorporate information from the book into the game.  Include information about the characters, setting, plot, theme, and so on.

Right side: Under the heading “Ingredients” list the main characters and setting, then write a sentence about each one.

Left side: Write a summary that describes the main conflict and the resolution of the book.

Top: Write the title, author and your name.

Plan a one-minute commercial advertizing your cereal to present to the class.  Be sure to practice your commercial.
